Tabloid !
You will be provided with a sheet of A1 paper, lots of different colours of paper, felt pens, crayons, pencils, rulers, glue, etc., and by folding these A1 sheet in half you are challenged, over the next five weeks, to produce an four page tabloid style newspaper. The paper can contain a variety of items but should include at least one interview with someone else at BB’s, one cartoon, maybe a crossword puzzle or word search, perhaps an imagined interview with one of your favourite heroes, some made-up gossip, news stories, reporting etc etc. You can add weather reports, daily words of wisdom, horoscopes, jokes and other fillers, as needed. It’s up to you. The only restriction, however, is your newspaper does NOT have a page 3 pin-up.

Give your paper a name and an imaginary headline news story for the front page. You could use the back page for sports stories. Think of its layout before you start, marking it out in pencil or a scaled down version on A4 paper. A typical newspaper page layout has three columns, but you can do anything you like. Lined paper and coloured paper has been provided to write your stories on, just use your imagination. Simply cut out & glue the smaller pieces of paper, stories on to your newspaper layout using colour to add effect. Try not to have lots of blank spaces. Maybe you could fill those with imaginary adverts.

For those doing grade 3 there are more involved, editorial roles. It’s their job to ensure that everyone contributes and that the newspaper is designed well, produced on time and contains interesting and relevant articles. 

The Editor decides along with his Deputy & Assistant what stories etc go in. The Editor has the final say on anything. The Deputy acts as Editor if the Editor is not there.

The newspaper layout design is the job of the Editor.
It is the job of the Deputy & Assistant Editors to assign reporting tasks to the Reporters.
The Reporters write stories, features, columns etc

It is everyone’s job to help make sure there is enough material to fill the paper. (Including the Editors)

Everyone in the Group should be involved in choosing a name. If you take too long or can’t decide staff will choose one for you.
